WEDNESDAY 8TH DECEMBER
The Women’s Refuge is a refuge for local women and children from all walks of life, who need help to escape from domestic violence and/or mental abuse.  It provides a safe house for these women and their children, together with counselling and guidance.  It is owned by a large charity which gives the Refuge small grants, however it mainly relies on fundraising and charitable donations.

Once again this year, we are asking the girls to support the children at the Women’s Refuge by bringing a present to the Christmas Carol Service.  Each present (new  or as new) needs to be wrapped, with a label showing whether the present is for a boy or girl and the appropriate age range (0 – 2 years, 3 - 5 years, 6 – 8 years, 9 – 11 years, 12 – 15 years).
